INSTRUCTIONS

The St. Anne Medal is a national recognition defined by the Archdiocese of Santa Fe Catholic Committee on Scouting with the approval of the local ordinary. It may be presented to any adult who is working in the youth programs under Catholic auspices, to Catholics in youth organizations not partnered by the Church, and to those who have made a significant contribution to youth in the field of Catholic relationships.  It can be given to men, women, priests, religious or non-Catholics.

The purpose of this emblem is to recognize an outstanding contribution to the spiritual development of Catholic youth in the Girl Scouting, Camp Fire and other youth programs.

There shall be permitted annually one award for every Catholic partnered unit or fraction thereof, with emphasis on the importance of being selective and that there be no feeling that the full quota must be used every year. There shall be no honorary recognitions.

The recipients of the emblem are to be selected by a committee of at least (5) five members, with the spiritual guidance of the Archdiocesan Scout chaplain. This committee is to be newly appointed annually and their selections shall be final, subject to the approval of the ordinary of the Archdiocese.

GUIDE FOR SELECTION COMMITTEE

The persons selected should be of good character and exemplary individuals with adequate tenure in the program of Scouting, or other Catholic Youth organizations. The choices should be made on the basis of the individual’s SPIRITUAL contribution.

The following examples are offered as a guide in selecting candidates for this recognition. These are suggestions only; however, they are indicative of some of the things you should be looking for. This list is not inclusive, as there are other areas that could be considered

a) Because of their encouragement and assistance, the unit consistently promoted the Religious Emblems Programs for Scouts, and other Catholic and non Catholic youth.

b) Notable service in promoting Catholic activities and willingness to serve on committees for these activities.

c) Participation in Scout Retreats, Days of Recollection, etc. instrumental in having other people participate.

d) Outstanding service in promoting Scouting activities and willingness to serve on committees for these activities.

e) Notable service in bringing Scouting and other youth ministries, to more youth under Catholic auspices.

f) Assist parishes and Catholic organizations in recruiting leaders for Scouting and other youth ministries under Catholic auspices.

g) Perseverance in Scouting under Catholic auspices despite great difficulties.

h) Inaugurated many service projects for the Church.

i) Responsible for many service projects of a charitable nature.

j) Responsible for Catholic youth being transported to Mass at all camporees, summer camps, and other scout outings, and providing for the Spiritual needs of the non Catholic youth involved.

k) Consistently maintains and interprets to his or her council the Catholic attitude toward Scouting, youth and youth ministries and thus, despite handicaps, becomes responsible for having religious policies carried out to the benefit of the Catholic Scouts within the area.

Note: Work accomplishment and dedication rather than a specific number of years in Catholic youth Ministries, such as Scouting, should be the criteria for receiving this emblem. The Saint Anne Medal is the highest national award and is normally earned/presented after the Saint Elizabeth Ann Seton Medal.

The emblem shall be a representation of St. Anne. It shall be suspended from a ribbon.

The significance of the St. Anne Medal shall be Christ like devotion to youth. The St. Anne Medal is the highest national recognition for adults who serve Catholic youth through girls/boys organizations. The award was inaugurated in 1957 and redesigned in 1980. The purpose of the St. Anne recognition is:

· To honor the outstanding services of adults who contribute to the spiritual development of Catholic young people in girls/boys organizations.

· To further Catholic adult leadership in youth ministry through national organizations serving girls/boys.

Recommendation should be received on or before April lst of each year. All recommendations shall be forwarded to the Archdiocesan Scout Adult Award Selection Committee after Parish Approval is received. (Note: Applications received without Parish Approval or not completely filled in, will not be considered for the emblem.)
